Missy had the challenge this past month of
helping the girls in her small group step study work
through a relational issue. It was difficult but she
also found great joy in being able to remind the girls
what Jesus tells us we must do when there is an
issue between us as brothers and sisters in Christ.
“Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and
there remember that your brother or sister has something
against you, leave your gift there in front of the altar. First
go and be reconciled to them, then come and offer your
gift." (Matthew 5:23-24)

working through in Celebrate Recovery because step
9 tells us to “Make direct amends to people we have
hurt whenever possible, except when to do so would
harm them or others.”
