We are so happy to share with 
you that we have officially finished getting all of our 25 kids 
ready for back to school!  It was a LONG process of 
registrations, buying uniforms and shoes, buying, sorting, and 
distributing school supplies, and making sure everyone had all 
their books.  Thank you for all of your prayers as things went 
relatively smoothly this year!  

Missy also went back to school in January.  She is officially in 
her second year of her 4 year degree.  She earned an A in every 
class in her first year and she says, “it is nothing short of the 
Lord’s miraculous help because I am NOT an all “A” 
student…just ask my mom and dad” (Hi mom and dad ☺).  
We’re grateful that it is going so well and for how the Lord 
continues to provide time, energy, and finances for Missy to 
study.  She has already had several opportunities to use the skills 
she is learning with the families we serve.   

January also brought a back to school opportunity for one of the 
moms in the families we serve.  She 
only has a second grade education 

and has wanted to go back to 
school for years.  Thanks to the 
generosity of family supporters she
